FORD SHELBY GT500 GOESON TOUR: RACESINTOA CITY NEAR YOU

e Long-awaited on-road debut of the most powerful factory Ford Mustang

DEARBORN, Mich., June 8, 2006 — The boldest, most powerful factory-
built Ford Mustang ever — the eagerly awaited 2007 Shelby GT500 — is taking to
the streets of America this summer, making stopsin 16 different cities.

The cross-country tour of the Shelby GT500 is a giant step toward win-
ning the hearts and minds of American drivers. Shelby-inspired vehicles have a
long history with Ford and the new Shelby GT500 is hitting streets to showcase
this ultimate expression of aBold Move.

“The spirit of the new Shelby GT500 exemplifies our desire to aggres-
sively design vehicles that excite and entice new customers, expand our image
and pave our way forward,” says Mark Fields, Ford Motor Company Executive
Vice President and President of the Americas. “Across our product line, you will
see bold vehicles and technologies that will take back the American road.”

With a 500-horsepower, 5.4-liter supercharged V-8 engine, the Shelby
GT500 isthe most powerful factory-built Mustang ever. A modern interpretation
of the Shelby Mustang of the 1960s, the new GT500 uses advanced engineering to
attain the performance that made the original GT500 the king of the road. Trueto
the original GT500, it will be available both as a coupe and as a convertible when
it starts reaching dealer showroomsin July.

The Ford Shelby GT500 starts with Mustang’s solid underpinnings. The
Mustang was designed from the beginning with performance derivativesin mind,
providing an exceptionally rigid, well-engineered starting point for GT500 chassis
engineers, who retuned and upgraded key chassis components.

Named after racing legend Carroll Shelby who collaborated with Ford on
this and other storied Mustang models dating back to 1965, the 2007 version is by
far the most attainable vehicle in the elite and exclusive 500-horsepower club —
the world’s most powerful production cars.

7| Ford’s Boy Racer grows up — to 550 hp.

Encouraged by the first-year dominance of
its 420-horsepower stock Mustang race car in the
Grand-Am Cup series, Ford Motor Company has
developed what it describes as the ultimate Mustang
stock race car.

Code-named “Man Racer,” the new, 550-
horsepower Mustang follows on the heels of the
highly successful FR500C, also known as the “Boy
Racer.”

“Man Racer represents the reincarnation of
the Trans-Am Mustang from the *70s, which was
the most powerful showroom-looking pony car at
the time,” says Dan Davis, director, Ford Racing
Technology. “This car has amazing output from a
normally aspirated engine, and the chassisis spe-
cialy tuned for high-speed performance and han-

dling.”

Thereis only one Man Racer, but more could be on the way — if Ford can find an appropriate racing series for the car.
Davis says the automaker isinvolved in discussions with several sanctioning bodies on that very topic.

Man Racer, like Boy Racer, is based on the basic body structure of the production Ford Mustang and is race-prepped by
Multimatic, a Ford performance supplier. Under the hood is a 550-horsepower, aluminum V-8 engine built by Roush-Y ates, the
same engine builders that supply power to seven NASCAR Nextel Cup teams. Rising from the rear of Man Racer isalarge wing
for added downforce.

Boy Racer was more than good in its debut year in the Grand-Am Cup series, sweeping the manufacturer, team and driver
titles against the likes of Porsches and BMWs. The feat did not go unnoticed.

“A year ago, we started with three customer FR500C Mustangs in the series,” says Jamie Allison, manager, Ford Racing
Performance Group. “With the success on the track, the number is up to 18 this year, including teams that switched from Porsche
and BMW to Mustang. We expect to sell seven more race-prepared Mustangs at $125,000 each for atotal of 25 by the end of the
year.”

Palm Coast Ford, fewer than 30 miles from Daytona International Speedway in Florida, accounted for eight of those sales.

“Last year marked the first time we sold Ford performance parts, and | did not expect that much success,” admits Vic
Leininger, assistant parts manager, Palm Coast Ford. “We ended up third among all Ford dealers in performance parts sales, and we
didn’t start the program until March. We will do even better this year, definitely.”

Leininger says he hopes Ford will bring the Man Racer to market. Should the company decide to do so, the car will be sold
for about $200,000 to customers with aracing license. |s there a market?

Working with Ford Special Vehicle Team (SVT) engineers, iconic racing legend Carroll Shelby was instrumental in the de-
velopment of the new GT500. “It’s perfect,” says Shelby. “I wouldn’t change athing. It is everything | expected a modern Shelby
Mustang to be.”

The GT500 was ranked as the most buzz-worthy new-vehicle nameplate among sporty car considerersin aKelley Blue Book
Marketing Research survey taken afull year before this summer’s introduction. “The two names ‘Mustang’ and ‘Shelby’ are magic to
awide variety of buyers,” says Jack R. Nerad, executive editorial director and market analyst for Kelley Blue Book/kbb.com. “There
has been a great deal of buzz around the most recent combination of those two names, especially among Hispanics and performance-
oriented drivers.”

The Shelby GT500 tour kicks off June 8 through 10 in Tulsa, Okla., at the 32nd Annual Mid-America Ford Performance &
Shelby Meet. The new Shelby Mustang will then travel to Charlotte, N.C.; Kansas City, MO; Danville, Va.; Tampa, Fla.; Boston; Fort
Worth, Texas and Birmingham, Al., among other locations. It will conclude at the end of September in Las Vegas. The schedule for
the tour is subject to change and vehicle event availahility.
