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SHELBY GT MAKES BIG SPLASH AT BARRETT-JACKSON AUCTI ON

DEARBORN, Jan. 22, 2007 (FCN) --  Two Ford-powered and Carroll Shelby-built vehicles made history last weekend at the 36th annual 
Barrett-Jackson Classic Car Auction in Scottsdale, Ariz.  
The new 2007 Shelby GT Mustang serial No. 1 and the only 1966 427 Cobra Super Snake made bidder's history in front of an esti-
mated 25,000 spectators and more than 1 million viewers live on Speed Channel.  
With Mark Fields, Ford president, The Americas, officiating the auction, collector Ron Pratt of Chandler, Ariz., got his hands on the first 
2007 Shelby GT Mustang with a winning bid of $600,000. Proceeds from the event were put towards the Carroll Shelby Children's 
Foundation, which was created in 1991 to help provide financial assistance to children in need of organ and tissue transplants. Over the 
last three auction events, Ford Motor Company has raised over $1.7 million for this foundation.  
Also on the auction block at Jackson-Barrett was the famous "Super Snake," a rare dual supercharged 427 Cobra built by Carroll 
Shelby in 1966, which Pratt also landed with a bid of $5.5 million, the most paid for an American car at auction.  
"I wanted it to be the fastest, meanest car on the road," said Shelby. "Forty years later, it will still kick the tail of just about anything in 
the world. It's the fastest street legal Cobra I've ever owned."  
The Shelby GT is built off the same platform as the Ford Mustang and is considered to be a modern evolution of the legendary Shelby 
products built in the 60's. The Shelby GT is the latest product to join the Mustang stable that now includes the Shelby GTH, Shelby GT, 
and the Shelby GT500.  
"We're certainly excited about this year's auction results because it says there's true demand for our products and for the Mustang 
brand," said Robert Parker, Ford car marketing manager.  
Also receiving plenty of attention at the auction was the 1932 Dearborn Deuce, the first ever mass-produced V8 engine that echoed the 
engineering genius of Henry Ford and groundbreaking styling of his son Edsel. The legendary vehicle brought a winning bid of 
$330,000.  
"Edsel probably never got the credit he should have gotten for a lot of things he did. And I think celebrating his influence on the Deuce 
coupe interests me a lot, and that is one of the reasons I'm here," said Edsel's grandson, Edsel B. Ford II.  
More than 200,000 people came out to the Barrett-Jackson auction to check out cool collectors' items, but got some Ford brand expo-
sure with ride-and-drive events and contests. According to Parker, participation at the Ford experiential events was up 200 percent ver-
sus a successful 2006 auction.  
"Working with Carroll Shelby's Foundation and JDRF, we are putting cars in collectors' hands and contributing to great causes that 
save lives," said Parker.  
In addition to raising funds, the foundation also works to promote public awareness of the need for organ and tissue donation. To get 
more information about the Carroll Shelby Children's Foundation, visit www.shelbychildrensfoundation.org.  

Empringham, Nastasi Score Fresh From Florida 200 Victory for Blackforest Motorsports in KONI Challenge Opener 
 

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. (January 26, 2007) -- Canadian hotshoe David Empringham passed 
fellow countryman Scott Maxwell on Lap 61 of the 64-lap Fresh From Florida 200 at Daytona 
International Speedway, scoring himself and co-driver Tom Nastasi an overall victory in the 
No. 5 Blackforest Motorsports Ford Mustang GT in the 2007 Grand-Am KONI Challenge Se-
ries season opener. 
Empringham battled Maxwell throughout the race's final stint, with both pilots exchanging the 
point position through the infield and high banks of the 3.56-mile Daytona road course layout. 
The decisive pass came on the entrance to the famed "bus stop" chicane on the back straight-
away, when Empringham dove to the inside of Maxwell and held on, winning by a 0.475-
second margin. 
"This was pretty neat, getting the chance to race against my best friend, Scott," said Empring-
ham, the 2005 Grand Sport class champion. "Blackforest put together a great car and I can't 

that Tom Nastasi. We were worried near the end of the race that there wasn't going to be enough time to make the pass, so we had to be a 
little aggressive on the restarts and extremely creative to get by Scotty." 
Nastasi qualified the No. 5 machine third on the grid, and avoided trouble throughout his opening stint while leading 18 laps. The three-
hour race was slowed by five cautions--including a lengthy stop during the race's midpoint to repair a damaged guardrail--and Nastasi 
handed off to Empringham with a chance at the victory. Nastasi has had success at Daytona, winning the series opener at the famed cir-
cuit in 2005. 
"We knew it was going to be a long race," said Nastasi, who claimed his third-career victory Friday. "My job was to keep the brakes and 
tires under it and avoid any of the incidents on the track. David did a great job to bring home the win." 
Maxwell wound up second in the No. 55 Supercuts Hyper Sport Ford Mustang GT with co-driver and polesitter Joe Foster. Maxwell took 
the lead on Lap 51 when he passed David Murry's No. 33 Playboy Racing Nissan 350Z. Foster took the green flag shortly after 2:15 p.m. 
ET, but saw his lead quickly vanish as 2006 Street Tuner class co-champion Don Salama worked his No. 97 Turner Motorsport BMW M3 
around Foster in Turn 1. However, Salama spun in Turn 1 on Lap 2, giving the lead back to Foster, who led a total of four laps. 
Sports car ace Bill Auberlen finished third in the No. 96 Turner Motorsport BMW with Chris Gleason. Auberlen ran nose-to-tail with Em-
pringham and Maxwell late in the race in the infield portion of the track, but gave distance to the powerful Mustangs on the banking. Murry 
and co-driver Hal Prewitt finished fourth, and Jep Thornton and Jeff Segal rounded out the top five in the No. 09 Fresh From Florida BMW 
M3.

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From the builder's own mouth: 
"Just thought I'd share some before and after pic-
tures of my Ford GAA tank engine. All aluminum 
1100 cubic inch V8 used in WWII Sherman Tanks. 
These were gas burners rated at 500 HP and 1050 
Ft. Lbs. of torque for military service, but are ca pa-
ble of much much more using mostly stock parts. 
They feature a 60 degree vee, 5.4 bore x 6.0 stroke , 
180 degree factory billet cranks, pent roof com-
bustion chambers, shaft driven DOHC's, 4 valves 
per cylinder, and dual mags. They are pretty high 
tech. engines, especially considering they were 
built in the early 40's. I've been working on getti ng 
one of mine going for the last couple of years, and  
should be cranking it within a week or so. It's set -
ting in my 70 Mustang right now which I plan on 
taking on short cruises when finished, 24 gallons 
of alcohol wont go very far. It is bolted to a heav ily 
modified Powerglide right now. Wilcap (Pat 
McGuire) built the adapter and flexplate for me."
