Forty years ago, at the 1967 New York Auto ShowgdRotroduced the
most powerful Shelby Mustang ever. Like every Mogtthat bore the
name ‘Shelby,” the GT500KR carries with it its owmnique story.
The 1968 Shelby Cobra GT500KR was a mid-year intcadn, based on
the 1968 Shelby GT500. Ford added ‘Cobra’ to thell8fs moniker to
help usher in the beginning of a new performanaeaethe company. The Cobra name referred to twel@8
Cobra Jet V-8 that was planted under the KR’s eudtberglass hood. It was the engine that wouldecagain
vault the Mustang to the head of the pack.
Ford conservatively rated the 428 CJ at 335-homsepdout in reality it
made more than 400-horsepower and 440 pounds{femigoe. The KR
model was also equipped with a modified suspersimhwas offered
both in fastback and convertible models.

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Seems like month after month there is a new
Mustang being added to the long list of die cast collect-
ables; Lane collectables, GMP, Hot Wheels Elite, Franklin
Mint and Danbury Mint to name a few. To help with the
growing number of die cast, these companies release lim-
ited numbers of each of their different models, which brings
me to this months limited editions. The first one is a Grab-
ber Green with white interior Boss 429. The detailing under
the hood with a wired and plumed engine, hood hinges with
real springs even a detailed wire mesh grill. The interior is
also nicely done with carpeting, wood grain dash, seatbelts
and a folding front seat. In the rear, trunk mounted battery
and the chassis is very detailed including the serial plate,
with its 1 of 5000 number. All in all | still feel that Danbury
mint has set the scale for others to follow.

With all the hoopla about the Shelby GT 500,
Franklin Mint has released a limited edition (5000) 2007
Shelby GT 500. It is Vista blue with white strips. As with
most, the engine compartment is detailed with all of the
usual. One thing I noticed that was different than most was
the insulation on the underside of the hood. Inside the inte-
rior has all the gauges detailed, folding seats, actual seat-
belts, and SVT on the sill plates. Around back in the trunk |
was a little disappointed, the only thing in there was the lim-
ited edition plate, missing was the spare tire. The chassis
is lightly detailed with working rear suspension. Last but not
least is the body, the detailing is very nice. The top side
stripes are painted on while the side stripes are decals. The
shake emblems on the fenders are a raised foil style not
just painted on. On the deck lid is a Sirius radio antenna,
the Shelby letters on the back are also raised foil style as
the emblems on the sides. Franklin Mint has captured the
allure of the GT 500 very well and with the limited numbers
that are being produced, | feel collectables like these cars
can only grow in value and beyond that they would make a
nice addition to any collector’s collection.
