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Ground-Breaking for New Jersey Motorsports Park 
Motorsports Icon Chris Economaki Honored; Legend Carroll Shelby Collaborates on Design 

 
Millville, NJ - September 19, 2007 - In front of an audience 
of 500 local and state businesspeople, politicians and citi-
zens, the New Jersey Motorsports Park (NJMP) officially 
broke ground today, marking a significant milestone in the 
ambitious project. Millville Mayor James F. Quinn opened 
the ceremony, after pausing to watch a flyover a US Army 
P-47 Thunderbolt aircraft from the adjacent Millville airport. 
NJMP pays tribute to the history of the former Army Air 
Force training base at Millville; the signature Thunderbolt 
Raceway and Lightning Road Course are named after the 
famous 
WWll-era aircraft, based at Millville. 

The New Jersey Motorsports Park (NJMP), featur-
ing Thunderbolt Raceway, is a $150 million world class mo-
torsports complex located on 700 acres of land adjacent to 
the Millville, NJ Airport. Members of NJMP will enjoy road, 
oval and off-road racing venues, as well as luxurious spectator and participant facilities including VIP suites, shade tree 
garages, event garages and trackside villas. 

Project principals Lee Brahin, Harvey Siegel and Joe 
Savaro reflected on the political will and wherewithal 
required to pull off the diverse development, and 
thanked the constellation of individuals and businesses 
involved in the development to date. 
Brahin said, "As racers, we're excited to be building 
what will be one of the finest Motorsports facilities in the 
country. We couldn't have picked a better location - the 
people and businesses of New Jersey have supported 
this project in ways we couldn't have imagined. I can't 
wait to drop the green flag on our first race next sum-
mer!" 
Two significant announcements were made in tandem 
with the groundbreaking ceremony. NJMP officially 
dedicated the facility's media center and tower to New 
Jersey native and iconic Motorsports journalist Chris 
Economaki, whose publication National Speed Sport 

News has been required reading for industry professionals and race 
fans for more than 40 years. Additionally, Siegel announced that American motorsports and automotive legend Carroll 
Shelby will collaborate on the layout and conceptual design 
of the Thunderbolt Raceway, a first for perhaps the most 
diverse driving and automotive talent America has pro-
duced. 

Siegel said, "It's only fitting that as we begin con-
struction of NJMP, we honor two giants of the racing world. 
Chris Economaki is one of the fathers of the racing media, 
and while we dedicate our media tower to him, it is an 
honor to have him  associated with our project. Similarly, 
Carroll Shelby needs no introduction. To have his collabo-
ration and input on the layout of our signature racecourse 
is 'a dream come true' for us, and truly a feather in our col-
lective cap." 

Joe Savaro, stated, "Today we're notifying the mo-
torsports world that New Jersey is open for business, and 
we're sending notice to New Jersey that motorsports is 
coming, and coming in a very big and exciting way - it's 
here to stay."

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Hello All, it’s been awhile since I sat down and wrote an 
article on some of the new die casts that have been re-
cently released. The first is a 2007 Gun Metal Mustang 
GT Convertible that can be displayed with the top up or 
down. It is limited to 5000 units, the detailing on all as-
pects are the same as any other Franklin Mint model. The 
engine detail is nicely wired and plumbed; the decal 
placement is also very true to the original car. The interior 
is done with red leather seat, cloth seat belts, faux carpet-
ing and very detailed gauges and center control center. 
On the outside the detailing is also very nice; the famous 
horse in the grill is sharp. On the other end the GT gas 
cap was well thought of and very readable unlike other 
die cast in the past that would just have them stamped on 
to make it resemble a Mustang gas cap. All in all if you 
are a Mustang nut like myself I’m sure you will enjoy add-
ing this one to your collection. The next die cast I would 
like to review is a maroon 1965 Mustang A/FX Fastback, 
for you early racing freaks this is for you, but where do I 
start this Lil Hoss is incredible. Tear drop hood has 4 
count them 4 hood pins that have to be removed before 
you can get a look at the massive 427 cammer nestled 
right at home in the engine compartment, all plumbing is 
there, radiator hoses, duel snorkel, air cleaner with hoses, 
master cylinder and battery cables coming from the neatly 
tucked battery in the opening trunk. Go around and look 
inside and everything a Mustang racer should have a big 
old tack sitting right on the dash board. Nice wooden 
steering wheel, 4 speed Hurst shifter, fire extinguisher, 
roll bar, 5 point seat belts and even a D ring with cables 
running to the parachute at the rear of the car. WOW Un-
derneath the car is also no nonsense chrome headers, 9 
inch rear traction bars. This model is everything an A/FX 
racer should be and Danbury Mint went the extra mile to 
make a worthy Mustang collectable. A definite 10 in my 
book. Now for those of you who like to collect the smaller 
versions of these there a few 1/64 scale collectables you 
might want to check out.  First, from Hot Wheels a 2007 
red Shelby GT 500 with white stripes new for the 2008 
series which just happens to be car. # 1 Looks darn close 
to the real car. Next come two from Greenlight a com-
pany that is fairly new to the ¼ scale market, and their 
Barrett-Jackson auction block series. The first one is a 67 
Shelby GT 500 Fastback, white with blue stripes and the 
other is a 1967 Shelby GT 500 fastback in Brittney Blue 
with white stripes which sold for $ 132,000. Both cars 
come with a card entailing the description of the car and 
the total it was sold for at the 2007 Barrett-Jackson auc-
tion in January. Now last but not least is from 1 Bad Rides 
series # 5 Support the Troops 67 Shelby GT 500, a 2005 
Mustang GT and a 2005 Ford GT. All of these are painted 
in a red white and blue stars and stripes motif.  So with 
the holidays just around the corner now is the time to drop 
hints for Santa to leave under you trees.
