Championship Awards Banquet.  ARCA has been one of the premier stock car racing organizations since 1953.  Drivers often 
progress through the ABC’s ( ARCA, Busch, Cup ) of racing as their driving skills, and bank accounts, improve.  This year we 
witnessed the crowning of 9-Time ARCA Re/Max Series Champion Frank Kimmel.  His accomplishments in this series are 
stunning.  Kimmel has earned 71 victories, 209 top-five finishes and 259 top-10 finishes during his ARCA career spanning 
back to the 1990 season.  His partnership with long-time sponsor Pork is ending, but Kimmel will be back next year with a new 
sponsor and team! 
             Other notables at the banquet included ARCA team owner Ray Evernham, along with driver Erin Crocker.  Erin won 
the 2007 ARCA Re/Max Superspeedway Challenge Championship, becoming the first female driver in 55 years to take the 
award.   
             Several teams at the press conference earlier in the day announced new teams and sponsors, including Spraker Rac-
ing Enterprises.  Spraker announced their partnership with Glock.  They even handed out really cool little key chains of a 
miniature Glock handgun!  Getting back to my earlier reference to road courses, we were actually there on business.  Our gen-
eral manager at NJMP, Don Fauerbach, got up to announce ARCA’s return to road-course racing.   ARCA will race on Thun-
derbolt Raceway at New Jersey Motorsports Park in Millville, NJ.  September 28, 2008 will mark the first race on a road course 
for the series since Watkins Glen in 2001.  We look forward to hosting them at NJMP and hope you can attend.

EXTERIOR 
• Dark Highland Green paint (also available in black.)  
• Standard Mustang GT front and rear fascia  
• New black-mesh grille is devoid of the standard chrome pony and is accented by a 
satin aluminum strip that represents  
the chrome grille surrounding the 1968 Mustang GT in the movie  
• Unique 3.5-inch dual exhaust tips  
• Dark Argent Gray painted brake calipers closely match the wheel spokes, while stay-
ing true to the original 1968 car  
• Unique cast-aluminum Euroflange wheels offer a modern twist to the original movie

ENGINE 
• 4.6-liter, 3-valve V8  
• 315 horsepower at 6,000 rpm  
• 325 pound-feet of torque at 4,250 rpm  
• Engine calibration is designed to increase throttle response for a snappier feel on acceleration  
• Gears are selected via a Tremac 5-speed manual transmission designed specifically for the 2008 Bullitt  
• Features first open-element air filter in a factory-produced, fuel-injected Mustang  
• Intake is tucked neatly behind the driver-side headlamp, mounted in an air box that was tooled up specifically for the Mustang  
• Hood liner was extensively modified to provide a full seal to the air box ensuring that the engine is fed a steady diet of cool air  
• Engine further enhanced by adaptive spark ignition system, new for the 2008 Mustang  
• Ford recommends premium fuel for optimum performance, but the adaptive spark ignition will adjust the spark  
to burn regular fuel without damaging the engine  
• The custom-designed exhaust system continues Mustang’s traditional use of a true dual exhaust system with a new  
H-pipe specifically developed for Bullitt  
• All-new mufflers featuring larger 3.5-inch chrome tips are tuned to minimize backpressure, maximize horsepower  
and provide the Bullitt with its powerful exhaust note.  
 
CHASSIS 
• The unique live rear axle uses a tall 3.73:1 gear that helps launch the Bullitt with vigor  
• Stock Mustang GT shocks and struts were swapped out for new units that allowed engineers  
to dial in a more aggressive driving dynamic while still maintaining outstanding ride and balance  
• A tower-to-tower brace, designed specifically for the Bullitt, lends additional torsional and  
lateral stiffness to the chassis for improved cornering  
• All-new front brake pads were developed specifically for Bullitt while the rear brake pads come from the GT500

              DEARBORN, Mich., Dec. 11, 2007 – Hot on the 
heels of the new Ford Bullitt Mustang and the new Shelby 
GT500KR, America’s favorite muscle car drives into its 45th 
anniversary year sporting a new factory-installed glass roof. 
              The new glass roof will be available as an option on 
both the V-6 Mustang and Mustang GT beginning next sum-
mer.  
              At $1,995, the new roof provides customers a less 
expensive option than a convertible, without compromising 
the coupe’s versatility, headroom or climate-controlled envi-
ronment.  
              Mustang’s Glass Roof is made of tinted privacy 
glass, which reduces both infrared rays and vehicle cool-
down time by 50 percent. A manual roller blind is built in, 
allowing owners to further control exposure on sunny days. 
              The specially formulated glass also protects interior 
fabric material from solar radiation deterioration and discol-
oration by reducing solar light transmittance. To help im-
prove acoustics and Mustang’s interior quietness, the glass 
also features a layer of vinyl that reduces noise, vibration and 
harshness. 
              The glass roof Mustang is built like a coupe and has 
been developed to maintain the structural integrity of Mus-
tang. The glass itself is safety glass, meaning that it shatters 
without sharp or jagged edges, like other automotive glass.  
              Glass Roof Mustangs will be assembled at the Auto-
motive Alliance International plant in Flat Rock, Mich. The 
unique glass is installed at Ford’s adjacent vehicle personal-
ization facility.
