SJMC Visits the AACA

On the chilly breezy morning of January 9th, merslat the SIJMC took a road trip into central Pehreya
to stop at POSIES Rod and Custom Open House anddlibe AACA Museum in Hershey. After a 2 hour
ride we arrived in Hummelstown, PA, home to POSH8 and Custom.

Even though it was a snow covered wintry mornindpoked like we arrived at a car show. Street yods
Woody wagons, 50’s and 60’s customs and street ime€iof various makes were parked on the streets an
lots surrounding POSIES shop. Directly outside ghep was the Sledsel, a 59 Edsel wagon, the FlataCa
Chevy powered Jaguar XKE, and the Euroliner, ausigord inspired by European design.

About POSIESthe origins of POSIES can be traced back to a yqumgstriper with a love for automobiles
and all things mechanical. His skills were honexhfra hands-on approach. POSIES, a nickname whioke ca
about from Ken Fenical’s family florist businessshbeen building street rods and parts since 19&hhe
first shop opened. Since moving to their presecdtion, the business has expanded to cover a vaidety of
applications to fill a hot rodders needs, includsugpension parts and hardware. POSIES can halhdie- a
pects of car building from top chopping and louypemching to crafting complete turn key automobiles.
Through their history they've been fortunate todavany vehicles featured in countless nationaliateina-
tional publications. From the Smooth 36, the “SwBptk” 37 coupe, the Orange Krisp to the Extrenszlin
Team POSIES is proud of the past but even mordezkabout the next generation of POSIES statentleats
are just over the horizon. .

Once inside POSIES, it was apparent that a ddveusnber of projects were being built. There weneegal
street rods under construction as well as a Cabiak a 60 El Camino, an Austin Healey and a Miake As
well as being able to wander around the varioupshBOSIES had manufacturers representatives with n
products on display. Too quickly it was time totgaour next stop, the AACA Museum.

Seemingly right around the corner from POSIES esAACA Museum. AACA is short for the Antique Auto-
mobile Club of America which is based in Hershe4, lside of the AACA Museum which opened it's dsor
in June of 2003. The AACA Museum is an affiliatetloé Smithsonian Institute and is recognized asobiee
top twelve auto museums in the world. In additiomtitomobiles, the museum is home to the MuseuBusf
Transportation and the Antique Motorcycle Club ohérica. At any given time there are as many as &0 m
torcycles and 100 cars on display as well as 8dtecaf memorabilia including a 1940s roadside dirdrthe
time of our visit, the GM pony cars were being teat, the Camaro and Firebird.

Bill. Our first stop in the museum was for a Sumiimee Barbeque Lunch in the Detail Shop for the harg
price of $5.00. We were fortunate to have Bill jamfor lunch as he was able to share his knowlefitfee
museums history and many of the vehicles on dispig/learned that almost the entire staff of theseom is
made up of dedicated volunteers who serve as maB9 &ours a month. We quickly finished lunch and
checked out some of the interesting vehicles irtxa&il Shop.

Our tour began on the 2nd floor at a early1900eKsiaith shop, which Bill explained is where autpaies
were done in those days since many parts had faboieated to repair early automobiles. The museulaid
out as a trip thru history from the blacksmith shophe 1970s. Cars are parked by decades and umaye
and unusual vehicles along with memorabilia arpldiged. An unrestored 1909 Oldsmobile barn findrio
encapsulated 1953 Cadillac concept car, a 1937d&mgirflow to a 1957 Thunderbird, the museum tes
resented in the appropriate setting taking youk lrato time. The 2nd floor also has a wing of rotgtdis-
plays, this is where the Camaros and Firebirds Vomated. Many unique versions of GMs pony carsewer
featured here, some unrestored originals along edtitours restored examples. Bill gave us a hisibeach
vehicle and how they came to be part of the museum.

From there, we made our way to the 1st floor tothe displays of buses, bus memorabilia and thenne
cle wing. Also on this floor is a large model traisplay and a 1940’s portable diner. It was onlisiefloor
where the GM Futurliner was on display. GM builtAurliners in 1940 for the Parade of Progressa\ael-
ing exhibit and fair to display GM automobiles aedhnology. Fully restored, GM Futurliner #10 isdis-
play until 4/30/2010. Having seen one on Barrettkdon, it was quite a sight to see in the musdsf &eet
long, 12 feet tall and 8 feet wide. Bill was aldegive us quite a history lesson on the Futurlared the Pa-
rade of Progress.

We finally made our way to the 3rd floor where #WACA offices are located and displays representin
every chapter of the AACA decorated the walls. Bdle us a brief history of the AACA before biddumg
fairwell. Our last stop at the museum was at thge[Bog Garage for some swag before heading home.

If you ever get the chance to visit the AACA, lwle recommend you take it.

Not to be left out Danbury Mint has released a femww Mustangs as well, a 1967 Mustang GT convertilthige
with red GT stripes, a blue 1969 Boss 302 witlthlstripes limited to 5000 pieces and last butleast is their
1970 Mach 1 Twister Special in Grabber orange Widltk stripes.

From the smaller world of collectibles from Hot Ve are 2009 Mustang in three colors, red blueyatdw.

A 2010 GT 500 blue with white stripes, a 2007 Si&kT 500 green with gold stripes, two 1967 Sheldy G
500’s one is blue with white stripes and the ote@reen with gold stripes. The last two from Hobh&¥ls are a
1965 Mustang Fastback in silver with white stripagl a 1970 Mustang Mach 1 in orange with blaakds.
